Monday morning on operational status and staffing for the rest of the week.

* Boils and other signs of fatigue continue to appear on the levee systems, especially in the southern
San Joaquin River area. DWR in conjunction with USACE and local Reclamation Districts are
identifying, assessing and repairing as needed.
