NAGLEE BURK IRRIGATION DISTRICT DRAFT SERVICE REVIEW AND 
SPHERE OF INFLUENCE UPDATE

Draft Service Review and Sphere Plan for Naglee Burk Irrigation District.  The MSR 
examines the cost, adequacy, availability, and quality of municipal services provided by 
the District.  The SOI Update consists of the District’s sphere plan and sphere boundary.

James Glaser gave the staff report.  He provided background and gave definitions of an MSR and the required five determinations and also explained the SOI and its four determinations  After answering questions from the Commission he recommended the Naglee Burk Irrigation District Service Review and Sphere Plan Update be set for hearing on February 20, 2009.

Mr. McGrew said this LAFCo follows general law.  He gave some background history as to how the City Selection Committee came up with the rotation schedule.  He said this is not a policy that LAFCo can change it can only be changed by the City Selection Committee.
